OK, so they’re not exactly like the 
tyres on your car. 3642’s driving wheel 
tyres are made of steel, which are 
heat-shrunk and riveted 
onto the large, cast-steel 
spoked wheels. 

The tyres’ flanges keep 
the engine on the rails 
and, together with their 
‘running’ surfaces, receive 
much wear and tear 
throughout the course of 
their service lives. 

The current tyres were 
probably fitted more than 
50 years ago – now all six 
are in the process of being removed for 
replacement. 

Whilst the driving wheels are removed, 
we’re taking the time to perform a 
number of other mechanical overhaul 

works to the wheel bearings, 
cylinder liners and valve liners. 
This repair work is likely to 
cost an additional $80,000. 

Both the tyre replacements and 
additional mechanical overhaul 
works will need to be funded 
from the RTM’s Steam Future 
Fund, the General Restoration 
Fund and donations from our 
Membership.

All of the works are due to 
be completed in late 2011, 

allowing the locomotive to make a full 
return to service in March 2012.
